GIFT AIDING 
Firstly, on behalf of the church, we would like to thank all those people who allow us to claim gift-aid on their 
giving to us. It contributes a significant amount to the church’s income. At the end of a tax year, if you pay 
income tax, you will be sent a P60. The church can claim back from HMRC the tax you have paid on income 
that was donated to us, up to the amount of income you were taxed on, ie: NOT including your personal 
allowance. If your donations are MORE than your taxable income, we can still claim a percentage back, but 
we need to know how much tax you have paid. Please don’t be put off gift-aiding altogether. If you think this 
applies to you, or if you are unsure, please contact Roger Jones or Hilary Newman. Any information you 
share with us will be kept totally confidential. If your circumstances change in the coming year, for example if 
you will no longer be paying any income tax at all, then you need to let one of us know that too. If you don’t 
currently gift-aid, but would like to, we can help you with that- all we need is your name, address, a tick in a 
box and a signature on a form [Roger and Hilary].
